In addition to the above fees ALL PLAYERS will be required to pay the Hockey Australia National Player Levy and Player Insurance ($57.31 seniors18 and over/ $45.31 juniors 18 & under) when registering. Your online registration cannot be finalized until this amount is paid and these funds are directed to Hockey Australia. This levy does not form part of your club membership fees above and should you play for more than one club (e.g., seniors/masters or juniors/seniors) you only pay this levy once.

Soon after you register you will receive an invoice by email from the treasurer, with full details of your club registration fees and payment methods available.
Fundraising Donation: A major fundraising for the club each year is the sale of fundraising chocolates (equivalent).  If you would prefer not to participate in this, you can opt out by paying an additional $30 per box with your fees when you register online. 
TERMS:  All members must pay annual fees per the schedule shown above. 
To be entitled for the EARLY DISCOUNT FEE, fees must be paid in full 30 days from date of invoice; otherwise, you pay the full fees. Payment plans are available if required, by contacting the Treasurer Jenny Johnson 0427 770 469. All payment plans require regular payments to be paid on time. Payment can be made by EFT, cheque or cash, payment details are above.
Cancellation Fee 
A $30 fee will be charged for any registration which is cancelled prior to the 2nd playing date. After the 2nd
 playing date 50% fee is payable if less than 6 games played. More than 6 then full fees may apply unless you have extenuating circumstances in which the committee may agree to a pro-rata amount. Contact the Treasurer to discuss.
A player cannot take the field for CDHC Inc until Registration has been completed ONLINE and the Registration Fee paid. YOU MUST REGISTER ONLINE BEFORE YOU CAN PLAY.
1. Concession – Concession Fees are available to holders of the Pensioner Concession Card, Heath Care Card, Department of Veteran’s Affairs – Gold, White and Orange cards, WA Seniors Card. Full time tertiary students and Apprentices are also eligible. PLEASE provide proof of eligibility. Proof of concession to be provided to the Secretary.
2. Casual Fees – to be paid on the day to Team Manager.

 Turf Casual Fee – $40 per game (9 games or less, once 9th game is played full fees are applicable).  
 Concession Casual Fee – $30 per game (9 games or less, once 9th game is played full fees are applicable).
3. Hookin2Hockey Fees – These are payable to Hockey Australia online when registering and not Canning Districts Hockey Club. This season packs are sold separately.
What Fees Include: Fees cover training at home & home games, turf levy for those playing on turf, (entrance/game fee for games on turf is the responsibility of each player) registration & insurance, association costs, club membership, equipment, and administration costs. Additional Costs: Uniforms, social or fundraising activities, training sessions organised (i.e., swimming pool, gym work).
NOTE: HOCKEY WA allocates each senior team umpiring commitments which as a club we must fulfil. Failing to do so incurs a fine and loss of points. Those not fulfilling their umpiring commitment will be liable for the fine. If you are unwilling or unable to fulfil these umpiring duties it is your responsibility to find someone to do them for you.
Social Non-Playing Membership: We welcome persons wanting to become more involved in the club who do not wish to play Hockey. For $15 per year, you may obtain non-playing membership which entitles you to full voting rights & a copy of the newsletter each week and attendance at club functions. We welcome parents to join as social members.
Player Insurance: In 2019, the Hockey Australia Levy will now include an insurance component. The coverage won't change, all that is changing is the way the insurance money is collected.  As of 2019 onwards you must register and pay the HA levy directly to HA via the revSPORT HA/HWA.
JLT Sport are the national insurance broker and details of the insurance cover in each state, claim forms and certificates of currency can be found on their hockey-specific website,  http://hockey.honansport.com.au/ 
The website also contains information on how to upgrade your personal level of cover should you wish to purchase additional insurance on top of what is already provided by your state association.
