*  Bring my electronic tag to sign on to each game. | understand that failure to
bring my tag three times during a season (or loss of/damage to my tag) will
incur a financial penalty.

| further acknowledge that the following conduct is unacceptable and will not be
tolerated:

* Being under the influence of alcohol, prescription or prohibited performance-
or mind-altering substances. There is no acceptable level of any of these
substances.

* Causing or threatening to cause physical harm to anyone be they a fellow
member, opponent, coach, parent, spectator or official.

* Inappropriate or unsportsmanlike behaviour at any time, before, during or
after competition.

*  Bouncing/kicking or otherwise causing damage to water polo balls.

* Removal of any SSWPA equipment, forms or otherwise SSWPA material
from the facility without expressed consent.

*  Publication of any material that may bring the SSWPA into disrepute.

* Harassing any referee, player, manager, coach or other official.

Any parent, manager, coach or spectator violating the Code of Conduct is subject to
immediate ejection from the game area by the referee(s) (or Game Authority
generally) and subsequent suspension or further disciplinary action. The game may
be suspended until the offending individual(s) leave the facility.
